So Team Purple of Tom Elias and Jim Houston and Team
White of Dave Hicken and Doug Hedges were combined to form a new Team Purple of Dave Hicken and
Jim Houston. As the Miss & Out concluded Team Neon jumped ahead in points.

Going into the 10 Mile Madison Team Neon had 26pts, Team Pink 20pts, Team Red 19pts, Team Purple
15pts and Team Euro with 13pts. The first sprint of the Madison was won by Team Pink, followed by Team
